Do I need a visa to enter Hong Kong and Macao?

Kindly remind you to note that there are 3 different visas separately for mainland, Hong Kong SAR and Macao SAR of the People's Republic of China.  

The "CHINESE VISA" without word "香港　HONG KONG" or "澳门　MACAO" is only valid for mainland of China.

The "CHINESE VISA" with word "香港　HONG KONG" is only valid for HONG KONG SAR of China.

The "CHINESE VISA" with word "澳门　MACAO" is only valid for MACAO SAR of China.

You should get the correct visa for your destination. If you want to visit any 2 of them, or all of them, you should complete relative visa application forms and  get relative visas.
If you travel to Hong Kong first, then to Mainland ( such as Beijing ), and then go back Hong Kong, You need double entries Hong Kong visa and single entry Chinese visa.

The holder of Sri Lanka diplomatic or official passport will get landing visa when he/she arrives Hong Kong.

The holder of Sri Lanka diplomatic passport will get landing visa when he/she arrives Macao.

The rest of the Sri Lankans should get Hong Kong or Macao visa in advance.
